Summary of Movie:

The daughter of orthodox Sikh parents in England rejects her parents’ desire for her to become a traditional wife to join a professional soccer league in Germany.  This film, which is set in London and Hamburg, is about bending the rules to reach your individual potential.  The plot is contrived, but the acting and energy save the film.
Summary of Scene:  
Jess’s parents are appalled that she plays soccer and mixes with boys: they don’t like the fact that her skin is turning darker (because of her playing soccer outdoors), that the boys see the scar on her leg, that the boys touch her, and that she runs around “half naked” in front of men.  They feel ashamed of her and wonder whether they have spoiled her.  They tell her that the time for games is over: they want her to stop playing soccer, learn to cook, get married, and “start behaving like a proper woman.”  They want her to know “what it means to be a woman.”

The parents want Jess to be a woman.  How do ideals of womanhood differ between the two cultures?
What aspect of Jess’s conflict with her parents is universal, and what aspects are specific to her being a first generation immigrant?
