Summary of Movie:  
A repressed and unhappy Southern woman strikes up a friendship with an elderly woman in a nursing home, played supremely by Jessica Tandy.  In this story-within-a-story Jessica Tandy describes her younger days in the 1920s and 1930s as a feisty young woman.  She inspires Evelyn to come to terms with her own life.

Summary of Scene: 
Evelyn Couch is hot and tired as she drives her dowdy, nondescript brown car through the parking lot, having difficulty finding a parking space.  She then spots a car backing out and waits her turn to pull into the parking space.  Before she can do so, two young women in a red Volkswagen convertible pull into the space ahead of Evelyn.  They ignore her feeble protest, saying that’s “tough.”  They even taunt her and say that they are “younger and faster.”  As they walk away, Evelyn does a slow burn and is inspired by the memory of Towanda – a strong woman who overcame her submissive role.  She then gleefully smashes her car repeatedly into the Volkswagen.  The fresh young women return, enraged and protesting that Evelyn must be crazy.  Evelyn triumphantly states that she is older and has more insurance.
