Summary of Movie:

Four young men from the working class neighborhood of South Boston hang out together.  One of them, Will, is a mathematical genius, and a professor at MIT takes it upon himself to get therapy for this pugnacious, angry, young man.  The therapy scenes between Sean and Will are riveting, as Will tests him with cruel comments, silence, and superficiality.  Sean breaks through the brittle exterior and helps Will become less self-destructive and more available emotionally. 
Summary of Scene:

Sean and Will discuss the contents of Will’s file that Sean (Will’s therapist) plans to send to the judge for re-evaluation.  Sean views photographs of Will in the file that show cuts and bruises, evidently signs that Will was physically abused.  Will asks Sean if he (Sean) had ever been abused, and Sean reveals that he, too, had been abused by his alcoholic father.  Then Will describes being beaten by his foster father.  Will asks whether his file has phrases in it claiming that he has a fear of abandonment or an attachment disorder.  Will states that he broke up with Skylar.  Sean is not distracted, as he insists on telling Will that it [the abuse] is not his fault.  “Look at me son; it’s not your fault.”  Will mumbles, “I’m so sorry.”
