Summary of Movie:

A hit man attends his 10th high school reunion.  He intends to leave the ugly job behind and catch up with his old flame, but one last assignment ensnares him.  This black comedy is worth viewing.
Summary of Scene:  
Martin speaks to his psychiatrist, who does not say anything for awhile.  Dr. Oatman finally says, “I’m not your doctor…Martin, I’m emotionally involved with you…I’m afraid of you and that constitutes emotional involvement, and it would be unethical for me to work with you under these circumstances.”  Martin says that Dr. Oatman got upset when Martin told him he was a hit man, and that Dr. Oatman let that knowledge “interfere with our dynamic.”  Dr. Oatman says that he does not want to work with Martin, but Martin “comes back every week at the same time.”  Dr. Oatman says that he would have to tell the authorities if Martin committed a crime or thought about committing a crime.  Martin retorts that he is serious about getting therapy, and indirectly threatens Dr. Oatman by saying that he knows where he lives.  Dr. Oatman gets more upset, says that he feels intimidated, and thus feels compelled to “be creative in a very interesting way, or else Martin will blow my brains out.”  Martin says, “What a person does for a living [doesn’t] reflect who he is.”  Dr. Oatman becomes desultory and despondent, and tells Martin to go to his reunion.  Martin likes the idea, and says, “I’ll give it a shot.”
