Summary of Movie:

This movie is a superb adaptation of Ken Kesey’s book, and rightly earned the five top Oscar awards.  A feisty misfit played by Jack Nicholson inspires the downtrodden and emasculated inmates of an insane asylum to rise up against the controlling and cruel head nurse, Mildred Ratched, played by Louise Fletcher.  The humor and off-beat anti-authoritarian spirit add to the film’s virtues.

Summary of Scene:

The patients initially refuse to answer Nurse Ratched’s questions, until she demands that Martini, a patient, pick up her cap and return it to her, which he does.  He is clad in skimpy hospital clothes, while she and the other staff members are in nicely laundered hospital uniforms.  They find Billy lying on a bed with a young woman, and he rushes into the hallway, pulling up his pajama bottoms.  Nurse Ratched addresses him in front of the other patients, and asks if he is ashamed.  When he does not act ashamed, she says that she will tell his mother, who is an old friend of hers.  Billy becomes quite upset, pleads with her not to tell his mother, and hits himself.
