Summary of Movie:

An unassuming prep school student takes a part-time job helping an arrogant, blind, angry, retired army Colonel.  The Colonel’s hidden agenda is to experience one last weekend before committing suicide in which he indulges his pleasures: fast cars, women, and booze.  Can this self-centered, tough old Colonel care enough about another person to give up his own plans and help someone in need? 
Summary of Scene:

Charlie returns to the hotel room unexpectedly early to discover Colonel Slade in full dress uniform with a loaded gun, preparing his suicide.  When Charlie reminds Colonel Slade that he had agreed not to kill himself, the Colonel acknowledges, “I lied.”  When Charlie asks him to “give me the gun,” Colonel Slade obliges by promising to kill Charlie prior to killing himself.  The Colonel says that Charlie will “…take your place on that long gray line of American manhood and you will be through.”  Flexing his power, Colonel Slade says, “I’ve got a loaded 45 here and you’ve got pimples.”  Colonel Slade states that he always wants to feel important.  Charlie tells him that he is in a slump, but Colonel Slade re-frames it by saying, “I’m bad…I’m not bad, I’m rotten.”  Charlie empathically says, “You’re not bad, you’re in pain.”   Charlie argues with him and tries to wrestle the gun away.  Charlie points out Colonel Slade’s self pity, yet also appeals to his pride by saying that he dances the tango and drives a Ferrari better than anyone.  Colonel Slade quietly puts the gun away and drinks bourbon.
